The ideal Adaptive Snowsports Instructor will have experience delivering a variety of adaptive 
snowsports lessons to individuals with diverse backgrounds and abilities. The Adaptive Snowsports 
Instructor will possess a college degree in a related field and Alpine Level 1 and Adaptive Level 2 
certifications from the Professional Ski Instructors of America (PSIA).

• demonstrate a thorough knowledge of adaptive instructional techniques and equipment and 
ability to teach same.

equipment, or to instruct a lesson assistant in same.

• demonstrate a willingness and passion for growing the organization, excellent team skills,
